JOB SUMMARY:

Under the direction of the Banquet Supervisor, the Banquet Steward is responsible for the set-up, service of, and the tear down (clean up) of all banquets served;  These functions may be in the Convention Center, Cabaret, Bingo Hall, the pavilion, under tents or other locations as required.  The Banquet Steward shall perform all related duties that include but are not limited to moving of tables, chairs, stages, serving guest requests as needed.  This includes assisting anywhere needed within the Food and Beverage Department…the restaurant (Apache Grill or the Wickiup Buffet), main kitchen, pavilion, etc.


DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
1. Shall set up tables, chairs, stages, buffet lines in accordance with layouts provided by the Banquet Supervisor, Convention Coordinator, or the Food & Beverage Director.

2. Shall serve all functions according to the format provided for a particular meal setting.

3. Shall serve all functions according to established standards taught by the Convention Coordinator or Food & Beverage Director.  These shall include but not be limited to using tray service, serving from the left, clearing from the right, serving head table first, serving women by age then men by age etc.

4. Shall assist in the serving and/or filling of chafing dishes for buffets as required.

5. Shall clear all tables and buffet areas following standards set by supervisors.

6. Shall wash all the dishes for the Convention Center and insure that all dishes go back into Convention Center storage.

7. Shall be responsible for stocking the wait station with china, silver, paper goods, candles, and any other supplies needed for service.

8. Shall assist in any area of the Food & Beverage Department as needed such as waiting tables, bussing, dishwashing; this assumes that the primary responsibilities of Convention Center Service shall not be disrupted.

9. Shall use proper Dress Code for serving; white shirts, bolo ties, black vests, black pants, white gloves, and black skid resistant shoes.

10. Shall perform any other duties as assigned by the immediate supervisor and/or Convention Coordinator, which may not be outlined in this job announcement.

QUALIFICATIONS:

1. Must have a High School Diploma or G.E.D.

2. Must be twenty-one (21) years of age or older.

3. Must have good interpersonal, customer, and employee relation skills.
